Pioneer Era Video Oral History

Project of the Venice Area historical
Society in Partnership with the Venice
Middle School. Video funded by a
grant to the Venice Middle School
from the Florida Dept. of Education.
Grant written by VMS teacher,

Barbara Woody.

The VAHS provided the following
mentors: Brian Heverin, Betty
Intagliata, Mary Huba, Barbara
Smith, and Joan Watson. These
mentors introduced the pioneer
farnilies of the Venice area to Mrs.
Woody's 7th. grade Social Studies
students via photos and information
obtained from the Venice Archives.
Each mentor was responsible for being
sure the descendant was present at the
interview date. Students acted as

interviewers, video operators, and
edited the video.

Barbara Woody did the videography
and was the DOE grant coordinator.
Betty Intagliata, served as the project
coordinator for the Venice Area
Historical Society. VAHS received a

parlnership grant for 2008-09 from the
Florida Humanities Council, the State
Frogram of the National Endowment



for the Humanities. This grant
provided two scholarly presentations
about the "Pioneer Era in Southwest
Florida." Dr. James Denham spolce in
Oct., 2008 and Dr. Andrew Frank in
Ian.,2A09. Barbara Woody video
taped both presentations.

A total of 12 descendants of pioneer
families of the Venice area were
interviewed at the Venice Middle
School video studio. The families
represented were: Knight, Wrede,
Blackburno Curry Harno Hegel &
Stephens. The video was shown to
members of VAHS & the public on
May26,2A09. Video copies will be
given to the Venice Archives and the
Sarasota County History Center. A
copy will remain in the office of VAHS.
This copy will be used by the VAHS
Speakers Bureau and for future VAHD
programs.
